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About Today

Church Season: Pentecost -which is the season of the church in mission. It is the time between the ascension of
Christ and his second coming, which is the time we are presently living in today, and as such is the longest season
of the church year. The day of Pentecost is the birthday of the Christian church.

Color of the Paraments (cloths on the altar and pulpit):
Green - symbolizing the growth of the Christian church, as we go out into the world and share God’s Good
News with both our words and actions, and invite others into the church of Jesus Christ.

The suggested scripture lessons are from the Revised Common Lectionary (RCL), which selects passages
throughout the Bible over a three year cycle. The RCL is the most common lectionary used by Christian churches.
We are in Year B, which emphasizes the Gospel of Mark.

The Bible is in two sections: Old Testament - OT (scripture prior to Christ’s birth), located in the first 2/3 of the
Bible; and New Testament - NT (about Christ & early church). The first four books of the NT are called the
“Gospels,” which are about the life of Jesus Christ, which Christians consider the most central books of the Bible;
the rest of the NT takes place after his ascension into heaven.

This Sunday, August 4, 2024, Lectionary Reading for the 11" Sunday after Pentecost
2 Samuel 11:26 - 12:13a and Psalm 51:1-12 or Exodus 16:2-4, 9-15 and Psalm 78:23-29; Ephesians 4:1-16;
John 6:24-35

Exodus
The book of Exodus (OT) is a part of the Pentateuch (first five books of the OT or Torah or one of the five most
central books in Judaism), and is named for the exodus (leaving/escape) of the Israelite people from Egyptian
slavery through the divine saving providence of God and the leadership of Moses and his brother Aaron.

Psalm 78
This OT song recounts the story of God's care of Israel and tells of the people's response of continuing sin and
faithlessness.

The Letter of Paul to the Ephesians
The Epistle (letter) to the Gentile church in Ephesus is attributed to the Apostle Paul, written in the first century
A.D. This is an open letter to many churches in response for the life-changing radical transformation in our
personal and social life as we become a part of Christ's family. Paul was a Christian, Jew, Pharisee, Roman
citizen, and leader in the Christian church, who had a direct encounter with Jesus Christ on the road to Damascus
after Jesus' ascension into heaven. He wrote more of the NT than any other person. The title of this letter
"Hebrews" presumably refers to the original audience of this letter as primarily Jewish-Christian.

The Gospel According to John
John is the latest of the four Gospels, written around 80-90 A.D. probably in Ephesus, and attributed to John the
son of Zebedee, the beloved disciple of Jesus. This Gospel was "written so that you may come to believe that
Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and through believing you may have life in his name" (20:31).
